Biblical Advice for Seekers of the Occult  

• SEEK SALVATION AND NOT POWER: Though Pharaoh’s magicians found 

limited power in seeking and practicing the occult (Exodus 7:11-12), eternal 

life and salvation come only through the Lord Jesus Christ (Acts 4:10-12). 

Seek Christ’s truth and love!  

• IN THE OLD TESTAMENT: Occult practices are an abomination to God. He 

drove out the Canaanites from their land because they practiced  it. Moses 

warned the Hebrews not to practice witchcraft, Spiritism, calling up the 

dead, omens, spells, etc (Deuteronomy 18:10-12). King Saul was con-

demned for seeking advice from a medium (1 Samuel 28:7-15). Familiar 

spirits are demons in disguise. All of these activities confuse people’s minds 

and hurt their hearts. Seek Christ’s truth and love!  

• IN THE NEW TESTAMENT: Witchcraft, also called sorcery, is a work of the 

flesh. Practitioners of it will not inherit the Kingdom of God (Galatians 

5:20-21). One sorcerer was called a “son of the devil” and “enemy of all 

righteousness” (Acts 13:10). Fortune tellers are often demon-possessed 

(Acts 16:16) Seek Christ’s truth and love!  

• SEEK THE LORD JESUS: God can help anyone escape from the occult. Colos-

sians 1:13 - God has “rescued us out of the darkness and gloom of Satan’s 

kingdom and brought us into the Kingdom of his dear Son, who bought our 

freedom with his blood and forgave us all our sins” (TLB). Jesus can help 

you. He loves you.  Pray to Him. Read the New Testament. Seek counsel. 

“Seek, and you will find” (Matthew 7:7). Seek Christ’s truth and love!  
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
